This information may be of help as you figure out what your tax payment will be.   Generally, you will be filing quarterly.
As an F30 or T32 fellow, your stipend comes from two different sources:
1) NRSA stipend provided by the grant and 
2) any stipend that you receive in excess of that.  

The majority of your stipend comes from the T32 or F30 (NRSA stipend is currently $27,144).  The University/your mentor provides an internal supplement to that stipend through non-federal sponsored funds that bring your total stipend up to $33,360 (current stipend as of 9/1/2022). Our understanding is that the NRSA stipend is not taxed, but the internal supplement is taxed and generates a W2 form.

Please note that the MSTP and University cannot give any tax advice or guidance.  Please reach out to a tax accountant if you have any questions. 
Non-resident alien foreign nationals seeking taxation information should refer to the Global Pay section.
The University does not withhold taxes or report your fellowship or training grant on a W-2. If you are a candidate for a degree, then the portion of the fellowship or training grant that is used for qualified educational expenses is not considered federally taxable income to you.
Any amount you receive that is not used for qualified educational expenses is taxable.  The IRS defines qualified educational expenses as tuition and fees required to enroll at or attend an eligible educational institution; and course-related expenses, such as books, supplies, and equipment that are required for the courses at the eligible educational institution.
Amounts used to pay for non-qualified expenses such as room and board, travel, research, clerical help, or equipment and other expenses that aren’t required for enrollment in or attendance at an eligible educational institution are considered taxable.
IRS publication 970 provides details and a worksheet for determining the taxable portion of your fellowship or training grant.
Predoctoral Fellows and Trainees may be required to pay estimated taxes on a quarterly basis to avoid any underpayment penalties. Refer to IRS Publication 505, Tax Withholding and Estimated Tax, Ch. 2, for additional information.
These fellowships and training grants are not taxable in Pennsylvania, because the primary purpose is to further the recipient’s education or training, and either they are not payments for services rendered or the benefits from any services performed are very minimal. Pennsylvania provides guidance on the taxability of fellowships and grants under section b of Title 61 Pa. Code §101.6.

1. The October the year before a student return to medical school, the student must inform the MSTP Director and the Executive Director that you plan to return to medical school the following year. 
2. In December you will have a group meeting to discuss the return with the MSTP advisory dean (Dr. Bonifacino).  Please become familiar with Dr. B as she can advocate for you if the lottery does not work out the way you hoped it would. 
3. Schedule an individual meeting with the MSTP advisory dean (Dr. Bonifacino) to plan your schedule preferences. Please make sure that the clinical clerkship template has been completed and bring this with you to this meeting to discuss. More information in number 4 below.

4. The clerkship lottery opens in mid-January for returns dates for the full year.
a. The clerkship template is new every year. Kathy will obtain this document and make sure you receive the correct version. 
5. Students must defend their PhD thesis and submit 3 documents listed in #7 at least one month before returning to medical school.

6. Your thesis document must contain a section relating your research to health or disease.  This may be brief (1-3 pages) and is an opportunity to consider translational paths that might arise from your work.
a. You must also have presented on the responsible conduct of research to your lab. Please inform Kathy of the date of the presentation. 
7. Students must complete 2 Longitudinal Clinical Course clerkships (two 20-week sessions) before returning to medical school and a 2-week (or 7 days) Junior Hospitalist Service (LCC 3). 
8. After your defense, provide copies of the following pages from your official and final PhD thesis to the MSTP office and meet with Kathleen Hansell-Prigg regarding your tuition, stipend, health insurance and transfer of F30 grant (if applicable).
9. [bookmark: _Hlk124412891]For your defense, Kathy will need: 
a. Title page 
b. Abstract page 
c. Committee signature page 
d. Electronic Thesis Defense
e. The MSTP office will verify with your Graduate Program Director that you have fulfilled all requirements for your PhD degree and will graduate at the end of the academic term of your defense. 
f. The student’s stipend will not be paid until this information is received. A student may not return to medical school if they are still working on their ETD.
10. The MSTP office will assume responsibility for the medical school tuition and stipend after the documents listed under #7 are submitted to the office and upon verification from your Graduate Program Director. 

[bookmark: _Toc129944516][bookmark: _Hlk93474898]Guidelines for Transitioning Back to Medical School
1. Comply with Return to Medical School rules. 
2. Complete the MS3/4 clinical training plan with justification for electives over and above the required rotations. You only need 17 months of rotations to graduate. 
3. To complete your clinical training, you may elect the July, September or May return track. 
a. Returning at the start of September allows 4 terms for completion (up to May graduation the following year, 24 months total clinical work).   
b. Returning in May requires graduation the following December (23 months clinical work).    
c. A compressed option (returning in January and graduating the following May, 19 months clinical work) is challenging, particularly because there is less time back in medical school before applying to residency and taking the Step 2 Boards.  This return date is impractical for those entering fields that require away rotations.  To ensure that this these challenges can reasonably be addressed, a January return is only allowed with approval from Dr. Steinman. 
4. [image: ]Keep in mind that the MSTP office will pay no more than 4 terms (long track) and 3 terms (short track) of medical school tuition and 21 months of stipend We go up to at most 21 months of MSTP stipend after graduate school (51 months of total MSTP stipend support):
5. PRE-MS1—3 months MS1—12 months + MS2 -12 months + summer after MS2—3 months + (long track) MS3—9 months + MS4 12 months = 51 months total stipend support.

IMMUNIZATIONS
Most of your immunizations will not need up dating but there are 2 that may need to be considered.
1)	PPD, this is required once you enter Medical Student and you only need to retest if you are symptomatic. 
2)   Tdap Your Tdap immunization is good for 10 years. The date that appears in the field above
needs to be within 10 years of your expected graduation. An example would be if you are expected to graduate June 2018, your Tetanus shot cannot be dated later than June 2008. If it is, you will need to get a Tdap shot and provide Student Affairs with documentation before reentering Med School.
3)   Flu Shot UPMC policy dictates that annual flu shots are now mandatory for anyone who will be
in patient care areas during flu season. If you are returning to UPMC’s defined flu months (usually November through April), you must get a flu shot and provide documentation of it to Student Affairs before reentering Med School. If you cannot get the flu shot for medical reasons, please contact the Student Affairs Records Officer for instructions on how to document a medical exemption.

CLEARANCES
Clearances – Your leave of absence did include time away from Pitt. If you have been away from medical school for more than 5 years you will need to get new clearances. Instructions for obtaining clearances is found in Navigator: Home>Student Forms>MS1>Clearance Instructions.
Clearances can take up to 8 weeks to complete, so be sure to start early if you need to reapply.

MANDATORY CRIMINAL BACKGROUND CHECKS

Guidance for MS4 students’ Senior Year
All Program Directors at the University of Pittsburgh wrote their recommendations on how medical students should structure their MS4 years so that they are prepared and competitive for their chosen residencies. These recommendations were updated in 2019 and again this year and are provided below. We intend these to be guidelines, not requirements. Students should always be in contact with their departmental advisors and their Advisory Deans for optimal individualized scheduling.
SUMMARY 
1. If contemplating a specific specialty, a student should try to take an elective early in the fourth year to assure it is the right fit and to potentially get a letter of recommendation.
2. Students should not overload MS4 year with electives in chosen specialty. Keep the fourth year broad.
3. The MS4 year should include clinical experiences in which direct patient care, true patient responsibility, independence, and autonomy are stressed.
4. Case presentation and critical thinking skills are areas for continued emphasis in MSIV year.
5. Board scores are important in the initial screen of residency applicants, though many Program Directors recognize the limitation of scores as predictors of residency performance.
6. Away rotations are specialty dependent and warrant individual advice regarding if they are desirable and if so, location and timing. 
7. For those planning surgical fields, the student should continue to develop and refine the basic surgical skills during appropriate electives.
8. For all fields, a student should make sure there is at least one direct patient care elective within 6 months of beginning internship.
