Graduate School (Years 1 and 2):
Research: In the lab, I will have the opportunity to master new techniques, such as flow cytometry, qRT-PCR, tissue sectioning, immunohistochemistry, and pathologic assessment of allergic airway disease. I will also learn many mouse techniques, including intranasal, intraperitoneal, and intravenous injections. I will formulate several new protocols, collect and analyze my own data, and will write and prepare my own manuscripts. I also plan to write a review on the role of RAGE in asthma. I will have the chance to discuss my work with Dr. Oury and the rest of my lab at weekly laboratory meetings. I will have weekly meetings with my sponsor, Dr. Oury, and monthly meetings with my co-sponsor, Dr. Ray. I will update my dissertation committee on my progress in the lab at bi-annual meetings. My work will culminate in the defense of my thesis in the fall of 2015 or spring of 2016.  
Additionally, I will have multiple opportunities to present my work at the annual Pathology Department Retreat, the annual Biomedical Graduate Student Association Research Day, and the monthly Research in Progress sessions through the Pathology Department. I will also continue to attend weekly lunchtime seminars for the Pathology Department, the Immunology Department, the Basic and Translational Lung Disease Conference, and the Vascular Medicine Institute Data Club. I also will attend the American Thoracic Society conference every year and will present my work in a poster or oral presentation.

I will meet twice a year with my MSTP career advisor, Dr. Richard Chaillet, to update him on my research and to discuss my career goals and progress in the program. I will also attend monthly MSTP workshops, which focus on various aspects of our unique training as physician-scientists, and the annual MSTP Retreat. 

Clinical: I will complete two longitudinal clinical clerkships, one in cardiology and one in pulmonary medicine to help further elucidate my career goals. The clerkships are each twenty weeks long and consist of spending a half-day in the clinic each week seeing patients with an attending physician. I also will have the chance to view interesting cases that Dr. Oury comes across in his own clinical practice in pulmonary pathology, and may write a case report if the opportunity arises.
Coursework: I will continue to participate in the Pathology Research Seminar class every semester until I defend my thesis and will complete my final required course, Multiparametric Microscopic Imaging, in summer 2014. I have finished the bulk of my required coursework in Cellular and Molecular Pathology (CMP) during my first year of graduate studies, and found that it has nicely supplemented my work in the lab and will be helpful for future clinical practice.
Other: I will have some involvement in committees for both the graduate program and MSTP.
Medical School (Year 3):

Research: I will have at least one research elective month during my medical school years, and I plan to use this time to complete work in the Oury lab or do a small collaborative project with another laboratory at the University of Pittsburgh. I would also like to take the time to complete at least one clinical research project during my last two years in the MSTP. 

Clinical/Coursework: I will complete my required clinical clerkships and take electives in fields that I am in interested in so that I can better narrow my clinical focus within internal medicine.

Other: I will prepare for and take the USMLE Step Two exam, both Clinical Knowledge (CK) and Clinical Skills (CS) portions. Additionally, I will continue to participate in the required MSTP workshops and retreat and will maintain active positions on MSTP student committees.
